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UNIFORM UPDATE 

If you have a new FOSC starting play in the fall or have picked up players that 
are new to FOSC you will need to contact Soccer Village for uniform orders. I 
received confirmation from Soccer Village that Nike still shows a good stock in 
both the white and red jerseys and red shorts. Nike stopped production of this 
uniform June 1st so do not wait too long to get your orders in. Orders need to 
be in by June 22 for delivery before the season starts!  U9 and younger may still 
play in numbered FOSC t-shirts also available at Soccer Village.  U10 and above 
teams only need to purchase either a Red or White jersey as part of the team kit 
and use a numbered FOSC t-shirt as an alternate jersey.  These decisions should 
be made on a team by team basis. The group code for Soccer Village is FOSC08.

SUPER SPRING SEASON FOR FOSC 

During the spring soccer season the teams from FOSC proved to be a force to 
reckon with as they captured 1st or 2nd place in 7 CUSL divisions.  FOSC teams 
finished with 3 CUSL championships in Division 1 play! Only CSA finished with 
more Division 1 titles (4). FOSC's total of 7 first or second place finishes in all 
divisions was second only to CUP's 8.  Along with that the U18 Boys BLITZ 
finished FIRST in the Elite Division of the Buckeye Premier League while the U16 
Girls Dominators Red finished third in Buckeye Premier.  Overall FOSC teams 
racked up 21 tournament championship or runner-up crowns.  To see a list of all 
of FOSC's spring accomplishments go to the Spring Honor Roll on the "TEAMS" 
page of www.foscsoccer.com.
