FOSC Club Minutes 

June 15, 2009

In attendance were April Gabbard, Debbie Rednour, Lori Burgess, Greg Uhler, Scott Bolser, Michelle Horne, Shawn Starkey, Kay Gutierrez, Jenni Chuhak, Steve Frechtling, Jon Chambers, Hans Van Rheenen, Terry Kah, Nick Goodwin, Kathy Farrell, Scott Halsey, Brian Scowden, Curt Jackson, Mike Hessling and Ann Yungbluth.

Ann Yungbluth, Vice President, called the meeting to order at 7:40. Minutes are now being emailed after the club meeting to all on the contact list and posted on the website. There were no corrections to the May minutes.

Scott Halsey, Treasurer, reported a current balance of $139,224. To date there has been no distribution of funds from the MASC tournament.

Brian Scowden, Registrar, announced that CUSL registration would take place on August 8. The CUSL system will close on August 3 and will not reopen until after team registration. Teams need to update their rosters and let Brian know when they are complete so he can print cards. The next club meeting will be on August 10 and team packets will be available for pick up at that time. All team and player fees must be paid prior to receiving your packet (it can be paid at the August meeting). The first day of matches will be August 13.

Mike Hessling, Boys Coordinator, requests that team changes be sent to either the Boys or Girls Coordinator. There have been a number of changes from the spring teams for team representatives, treasurers, etc. The Coordinators need this information to make sure that all communications get to the correct people. 

Steve Frechtling, Referee Assignor, invited any team not already registered for the Kick-It 3v3 tournament at Joyce Park to do so – there will still be accepting teams up to Friday. The cost is $185.

Nick Goodwin, Academy Coordinator, announced that the Academy is now at 30 girls and 20 boys. The Academy will still accept new applicants during the summer. August 1 is the deadline.

Terry Kah, Communications/PR Coordinator, again requests information from teams for the newsletter and requests that team reps share with all their family members. He also encourages all to visit the website – which has been receiving between 125-180 hits a day.  The web is a great show case for our success as a club. The BU118 Blitz were the Buckeye champions; FOSC had teams place 1st or 2nd in 13 CUSL divisions – with 3 division one champions.

Terry also encourages teams to develop their own team website. There are many sites that have this. He recommends powerlineup.com, as it is very user friendly.

Mike Hessling will need 15 people on Thursday for field maintenance. Nets will be removed and goals stored for the summer. He received 12 volunteers at the meeting.

Mike and Kelly Farrell, Girls Coordinator, will be holding team meetings (along with other board members) on Tuesdays and Thursdays through June. Every team is requested to notify either Mike or Kelly what date would work for their team. These are general information meetings and a chance to answer questions and concerns from the parents. Every team is expected to schedule a meeting.

By agreement between the Optimist Club and FOSC, MASC funds will now be split 3 ways – between the two clubs and a capital improvement fund. The capital improvement funds from the 2009 MASC have been earmarked to put an irrigation system in for 3 fields. The board voted to advance the funds (which will be refunded by the 2010 MASC capital improvement portion) to have an additional 3 fields done. This will take care of fields 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 16. The board is working on plans to “reclaim” all the fields over the next few years.

Any team wanting to schedule “friendlies” can play them at Resor Road – contact Kathy Farrell, Field Coordinator.

Scholarship applications need to be sent to Mike or Kelly by July 15. Multi player rebates will be accepted until the end of August.

There are still some problems with a few teams not yet knowing who their trainer will be. This is an issue that will be addressed by the Boys/Girls Coordinators. There was also a question about the club policy on players playing up. 

It was estimated that there were about 90 non-current FOSC players at the club tryouts. There were some issues on how try-outs were handled. One suggestion was that the trainer/coach that worked with the players all season be involved in that try-out instead of a trainer/coach that was not familiar with the players. The board had a lengthy discussion on the problems from this years try-outs and how to correct them for next year. This was not one of the items on the agenda but will be added.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:00.
